The What, Why, When and

Where of Tillage Systems

When all is said and done, the best

tillage system for your farm is the

one that makes you the most money.

As a businessman, that has to be your

top priority. 

Unfortunately there’s no simple

formula. Univ. of Nebraska soil scien-

tists list 19 criteria a farmer should

consider when weighing advantages

and disadvantages of various tillage

options. Not all of them concern

every grower, but many of them do.

The list includes everything from the

obvious, like water and wind erosion

control, all the way to pest, disease

and weed management, residue

reduction, compaction, nutrient

maintenance and cost. Tillage choic-

es on the list range from aggressive

multi-pass working of the soil to zero

disturbance. 

“The truth is, tillage is probably

never going to go away, but the face

of tillage will certainly change,” says

Tom Evans, vice president of sales

and marketing for Great Plains Mfg.,

Salina, Kan.
